COR Training Requirements – FY09
BASIC COR TRAINING
1.   Basic COR Courses.  All prospective CORs shall take the following on-line courses, which can be found at https://www.atrrs.army.mil/channels/aitas.  A step-by-step instruction for accessing DAU courses is attached hereto.
a. a. CLC 106 -- Contracting Officer Representative with a Mission Focus  
(Broad overview of acquisition process, ethics, file documentation, invoice     

      procedures; mostly text with some videos; approx. 8 hours to complete)
b. CLC 011 - Contracting for the Rest of Us (Basic introduction to contracting in  

      layman’s terms; mostly text w/some video; approx. 2 hours to complete)
c. CLM 024 - Contracting Overview (Overview on market research, developing 
      source selection criteria and evaluation factors; scenario-based; approx. 8 hours to      

      complete)
d.  CLM 003 - Ethics Training for AT&L Workforce (Self-explanatory; scenario-based; approx. 2 hours to complete)
2.  OCONUS Supplemental Training.  The following OCONUS-supplemental training is a hybrid approach: The Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting Structure (CPARS) and Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF) training are on-line and the remainder of the material is covered by the Contracting Officer (KO), face to face.  The CPARS and WAWF on-line courses must be completed prior to meeting with the KO.  Total time for discussion with KO: approx. 3 hours.
a. On-line Training: 
(1)  Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting Structure (CPARS).  The Army CPARS training videos can be accessed through AKO using the following procedure (approx. 3 hours to complete).   

· Log onto AKO. 

· Then paste the following link into the browser at the top of the page (not in the AKO Search Window – the http browser window) https://www.us.army.mil/suite/kc/10257275
· Click on “Video” folder

· Click on “CPARS-Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System” folder.  This will bring up the CPARS DVD training, with corresponding slides for the training modules.  The following three modules are required training: “CPARS Overview”, “Quality and Narrative”, and “Contractor”.  Note: these modules are listed under “CPARS DVD TRAINING  --  AKO CPARS DVD TRAINING NAME”.   

(2)  Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF).  Overview of electronic invoicing and receiving reports (approx. 2 hours to complete).  WAWF training is available at https://wawftraining.eb.mil/.  The following two modules are required training: “Government Quality and Acceptance Officials” and “Sample Data for WAWF-RA Training Site”.

REFRESHER COR TRAINING 
1.  Refresher Training.  Either of the following alternatives will suffice as refresher training for current CORs.

     b.  Attend a 4-hour course conducted by the Contracting Officer/Contract Specialist 
     (50-page briefing package, with test). 
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
